. PROHIBITION ON ADVERTISING

The Vendor shall not advertise or otherwise makaipuhat the Vendor is furnishing goods or sersite the
UNU.

J. ARBITRATION

is settled by direct negotiation, be settled inoadance with the UNCITRAL Arbitration Rules as aegent in
force. The parties shall be bound by any arbdraiward rendered as a result of such arbitratsotha final
adjudication of any such controversy or claim.
